Reflection: by Greg Gillis

Almost a week before Ash Wednesday Russia invaded Ukraine and we see the world plunged into the darkness of war.  Ironically, both nations profess Christianity, nations funnelling arms from North America and across western Europe profess Christianity.  One might ask what type of Christianity is this, as the lone voice calling for both sides to put down their arms and to return to the negotiating table is Pope Francis?

Jesus during his final days puts a fine point on his teachings as he readies himself for his Passion.  He enters Jerusalem Palm Sunday mocking the military might of the Roman Empire by riding on a donkey in stark contrast to Pilate who will arrive on a warhorse followed by the Roman Legions.  Jesus provides an example of power with and in community rather than power over by domination of another.

Holy Thursday he washes the feet of his disciples including one who will deny knowing him and another who will betray him.  Then as he is arrested he orders his disciples to put down their weapons demonstrating to them the cost of discipleship and a wholehearted commitment to nonviolence.  Crucified and dying he pleads forgiveness for those who put him to death.  The Kingdom of God he proclaims is a Kingdom of nonviolence, a mystery that can only be entered into with the help and grace of God.  This is so counterintuitive for us as human beings that it can only be done through the self emptying (kenosis) grace of the God of nonviolence that Jesus preached.

Dan Berrigan's favourite painting by the Renaissance artist, Caravaggio, was one lost to history of the Risen Christ emerging from the tomb, not in solemn victory and triumph, but beaten, bruised and battered, still showing the signs of his horrific crucifixion.  This Easter as our world cries out in anguish, perhaps all of us feel a little like this battered Jesus emerging from the tomb.  May each of us embody the Peace of the Risen Lord and share this peace in our broken world!  Happy Easter to all.  Alleluia, the Lord is Risen indeed!
