Reflection: 
In 2016, I walked the Camino de Santiago, from St. Jean-Pied-de-Port in France to Finisterre, Spain. Along the way there was a young man I met, about 27, named Francesco. We became friends and often walked together, would part, only to meet again a few days later. One day I had mentioned that I thought that one must always say "YES" on the Camino. Yes to everything life presents us, with no resistance. Everything on the Camino is given for us as gift. The next day we started walking together, parted and agreed to meet that evening at the monastery in Samos. It was almost 10pm and Francesco was not there, the monastery doors closed at 10pm. Just before the doors closed, he came running in. Later that evening I asked what happened that he was so late. He declared with a laugh, that it was all my fault because he had to say 'yes' to everything and everyone. 

You might be asking, how does this relate to Trinity Sunday? Please bear with me. I'll try to explain. Richard Rohr's book entitled 'The Divine Dance; the Trinity and Your Transformation', has been the best I have heard on the Trinity. (If you haven't already read it, I encourage you to give it a read.) He describes how the relationship between Father, Son and Spirit, is where the power and the energy exist. This is where we meet God as community....as friendship....as dance. Richard speaks of being in the flow of the Holy Spirit, caught up in the energy flow of the relationship with and in the Trinity. Here's a bit of what he writes; "Your job is to exemplify heaven now. God will take it from there. Here is the remedy when you find it hard to exemplify heaven now: Let love happen. Remember you cannot "get there"; you can only be here. Love is just like prayer; it is not so much an action that we do but a reality that we already are....The love in you-which is the Spirit in you-always somehow says YES. Love is not something you do; love is someone you are. It is your True Self. Love is where you come from and love is where you're going.....It is the presence of God within you, called the Holy Spirit.....trust it, allow it, celebrate it, accepting Trinity's whirling invitation to join the cosmic dance." 

So as we celebrate the Trinity, I wonder what would happen if we said 'YES' on our journey called life. I wonder if we might find ourselves ever more in the energy flow of the community, the friendship and the Divine Dance, with and in the Trinity.
