Reflection: 
Like so many gospel stories, this particular one of Luke is packed full of sophisticated
Illusion. I will keep it simple and make just a few points. It is fascinating that Samaritans
are still with us, and the story reflects the ancient enmity between Jews and Samaritans.

Bad blood!

Pilgrims going from Galilee to Jerusalem avoided this area around modern day Nablus
(Shechem)  in the West Bank. Samaritans were despised as they saw themselves as
true Israelites who remained in the area, and never left for Babylon. They believed
Mount Gerizim (near Nablus) was the holiest place on earth, and not the Temple Mount
in Jerusalem. They only accepted the first 5 books of the Hebrew Bible.

This is why Jesus uses the good Samaritan story in this same gospel. Making a
Samaritan a hero must have driven fellow Jews around the bend.

Secondly, regarding James and John wanting to bring fire down. This is an obvious
reference to the Elijah story of 2 Kings 1:10. Jesus, as we know, was often seen as
another Elijah, performing similar miracles and ascending to heaven. But Jesus  only
use of fire is never to destroy. Non-violent love, baby!

The rest of this gospel is about the price to be paid if you wish to follow the kingdom
road.
