Reflection: Pat Smiley

The readings that are given to us this week are challenging, and not very consoling.  Truly following Christ will bring not peace, but division Jesus warns us in the Gospel.  In the first reading we hear about the trials of Jeremiah for being a prophet.  And Paul reminds of the shame and horror of dying on the cross and reminds us of the hostility which Jesus endured during his lifetime.

We don't expect in our country to be thrown into a dark and muddy place to die for speaking what we regard as the truth.  (I am not denying that it can and does happen in other places even in the 21st century.)   But are we sometimes afraid of antagonizing our family and friends for speaking those uncomfortable and perhaps inconvenient truths?   We fear being in conflict with those closest to us and don't like being put in a defensive position about how we handle our beliefs.  Upon reflection I can honestly say that there was a time in my life when my disagreements about handling my children's issues brought me into deep conflict with my family of origin, to the point where we were not on speaking terms for months at a time.  This was not a happy time for any of us, a family in conflict is not a pleasant state of affairs.  I still think I did the right thing and in the long run my mother did agree with me.  I am sure we can all think of a time in our lives when we were in conflict with those close to us and we may have come to the same conclusion that we were not wrong in our response.

I think our readings provide us with a challenge today.  "Gospel" may mean good news but part of that news is that following Christ with honesty is not always going to be easy.  As our Psalm tells us "God is our refuge and our strength, a very present help in trouble."
