Reflection November 13, 2022: World Day of the Poor

Within our Sunday Community we always strive to support each other, to reach out, to appreciate and to accept one another. There is an intuitive readiness to be supportive and considerate. These actions include condolences, visiting, writing, basically - to whatever the need is. 

In the wider society the need for community is growing broader and more intense. Food banks are facing a dire need as more people face homelessness, lower wages, insecurity, and health issues. 

Let’s look into ourselves. What actions are we taking?
Many of us have needs and obligations within our families and friends that take our time, commitment, and energy. 
Others are reaching out - volunteering at food banks, hospitals, schools, St. Vincent de Paul Society, Children’s Aid, and at other organizations. 
Others contribute financially. Each of us determines what works for us to support more broadly. 

The readings present an interesting dynamic. They suggest action.

Malachi(4.1-2) … all the arrogant and evildoers will be stubble…
… but you who revere my name the sun of righteousness shall rise, with healing in its wing…

(2Thessalonians 3.7-12)… we worked night and day, so that we might not burden any of you…

Luke 21.5-19… but not a hair of your head will perish. By your endurance you will gain your souls…
