Christ as King.  Christ as servant?  Are they contradictory? 

The Gospel presents us with confusion.  The leaders mock: “He saved others; let him save himself if he is the Messiah of God, his chosen one!”. The criminal pleads: “Are you not the Messiah? Save yourself and us!”   Confusion from his persecutors and also from the people.  Confusion because we believe that kings are powerful yet Christ is vulnerable.  Absolute monarchs are authoritarian, dictatorial and self-serving.  Christ is none of these.  Absolute monarchs have the power over the life and death of their subjects.  Christ does not.

If we think of kingship in terms of power, we have a church based on pomp and circumstance, a church that emphasizes form over substance, power and control over love and gentleness.  If our model is Christ as King, this can lead us to think in these terms.  If our model is king as Christ then the whole thing is turned upside down and we can look to Christ to show us what a king should and could be.
