Reflection: Lee Piepgrass

 When I was a kid, we had an Advent. Remember? In our house it was all about preparation. I think about this and have thought about it over the years. In our house, when I was little, the kids woke up on Christmas to see a tree where no tree had been the night before. Or even decorations. We talked about Christmas, probably read Christmas books and stories, but it wasn’t Christmas. As we grew, we@ became aware a bit about what we were waiting for. The baby, the manger, thinking about it as much as children can, and as we grew, we were encouraged to factor into our experience, and our waiting, the awareness of the fact that the first Christmas happened long ago. And this one, and last year’s, and next year’s are echoes and resonances, amplified as we grew, of what Jesus was coming to tell us.
        
Then secularism began to sneak in. Trees and decorations crept in earlier, and for me, for a number of years, the point that this week’s readings are recalling faded. And I’m playing catch-up. I read this week’s readings with some excitement because I kind of feel like I do finally begin to know - know Jesus is coming and Jesus is here. I know what he looks like, and with a burst of emotion, as long as I’m attending, I see him in friends and strangers, people I admire and people I don’t know. People doing admirable and inspiring things. Adults and children. The readings are inviting me to attend - and see and celebrate and integrate the Advent moments I may not expect - (I know not the hour, truly,) but this week I am reminded. Someone, somewhere, is beating a sword into a plowshare, someone is living peace, and I need to PAY ATTENTION. Christ as King. Christ as servant? Are they contradictory?
