Reflection on the 2nd Sunday of Lent
As we hear today’s gospel of the Transfiguration, we may wonder, “Isn’t that feast celebrated on August 6 th?” Well, it is, but our gospel today has been chosen to inspire and encourage us in this second week of our journey through Lent.

Although, quite obviously, we were not present on the mountain to witness this event, as we read the gospel passage we can accompany Peter, James, and John in their experience of the sights and sounds of the Transfiguration. The experience was so intense that Peter refers to this moment in his second letter, 2 Peter 1:16-19,

“We were not following a cleverly written up story when we told you about the power and coming of our Lord Jesus Christ – we actually saw his majesty with our own eyes, He received honour and glory from God the Father himself when that voice said to him, out of the sublime glory of heaven, ‘This is my beloved Son, in whom I am well pleased.’ We actually heard that voice speaking from heaven while we were with him on the sacred mountain. The word of prophecy was fulfilled in our hearing! You should give that word your closest attention for it shines like a lamp amidst all the dirt and darkness of the world, until the day dawns, and the morning star rises in your hearts.”

Father David Rocks OP says this in one of his homilies, “Truly this was a treasured memory for Peter, an experience that would give him the resources to endure the trials he would be called to face in the future; it would help him to learn the lessons of the cross, and to open himself to acceptance of it in every facet of his being. Truly it was good for him to be here.”

Peter felt so passionate about this experience that he wanted to share it with the generations of Christians coming after him who would read his letter, which has a strong message of hope for all of us.

Father David Rocks continues, “All of our experience of passing joys and sorrows points to the reality that we will have our own encounter with the cross and ultimately with death. The Christian life sets out to prepare us for that encounter. The disciples saw the glory and the majesty on that high mountain, but there was still a way to go. You and I have still a way to go until the encounter with the cross. We may not know the when and where, but it is good
for us to be here. There’s plenty more to discover, and much to learn. The courage to endure will be granted through prayer.”

On a personal note, we both wanted to be married on August 6th the feast of the Transfiguration. We had to opt for the 5th, however, because the 6th was a Sunday. But the outpouring of joy and wonder of that feast day and our own wedding day is still with us now. Over the years the meaning and message of the Transfiguration has deepened for us. The emphasis on listening to God’s word – “Listen to him.” – has become so much more important to us and has helped us through really difficult times.

A last word from Father David Rocks, “Wonderful as these moments were, and can be, their fleetingness betrays the greatest single flaw -they are not eternal. But that leads to hope, that something even more wonderful will come upon us. Good things must pass away so that the everlasting joy can be received.”
