Ted SCHMIDT’s Reflection:  	

Here we are in post Easter season and here we are with one of the great myths in the four gospels. Emmaus.

First of all, myth is not a bad word in biblical scholarship. It does not mean an untruth, it means a truth,
so powerful, it must be phrased in a story. Catholics do not read the Bible in a fundamentalist way. One of the tragedies of the last 50 years, in the church, is the absolutely abysmal education in parish settings of scriptural interpretation.

All the gospels are written in the glow of the resurrection, and here comes Luke, about 60 years after Jesus and 20 after Mark, the first evangelist who has no resurrection story. As time goes by the stories get more graphic. That's OK. They're gospel stories.

Brevity constrains me here, but let's focus on the cardinal points of the Easter stories. Remember they're incredible myths, not history.

If you notice, all these resurrection stories defy Newtonian physics — Jesus walks through walls, ascends to the heavens, and in the Emmaus story, he vanishes and comes back! These are resurrection stories, an attempt to historicize what the followers experienced as the resurrection.

The Emmaus story, only told in Luke, is a beautiful myth. It is quite obvious that it's a Eucharistic story "when he was at the table with them, he took bread, blessed and broke it and gave it to them.  Then their eyes were opened.” And then he vanished. Where did he go? Wrong question to ask. He was alive among the people, and when they celebrated the Eucharistic meal, their hearts were warm with the memory of the living spirit among them of a Christ, not bound by place or time.

Also remember Luke is not the first witness to this Jesus phenomenon. It is Paul who a few years after the crucifixion reminds us not to see the resurrection as historical. Catholic scholarship is long gone from defending these gospel stories as historical events, and always remember no Roman ever sees Jesus come back from the dead. It is only those with faith.
