Reflection: 4th Sunday of Easter
In the gospel today we hear the words: “……..whoever enters through the gate is the shepherd of the sheep. The gatekeeper opens it for him, and the sheep hear his voice.”  We are invited to enter through this gate – to live fully.


The responsorial psalm: “The Lord is my shepherd; there is nothing I shall want” is so comforting. We have all experienced lying down in green fields listening to sparkling brooks. Things get rough, we stray from what we know to be just and good, but we are fed and anointed and spirit-filled with courage to keep forging ahead, allowing goodness and kindness to follow us.


We don’t like the idea of being part of the ‘herd mentality’. We don’t want to simply “follow” (nor should we “mindlessly”).  We want also to lead. Nature offers us a valuable lesson. Take the river as an example – at what part is the river leading? at what part is the river following? An old song talks about the river this way: it has the strength to lead and the faith to follow; both are given to the river.


In living fully, we are given the gifts of being both leaders and followers.


In colloquial language, "gatekeeping is having access, opportunity, or knowledge — and then keeping it all to yourself. Gatekeepers, at least according to the internet, pull the ladder up behind them and exclude those with fewer opportunities from their space”.


This is not the gatekeeper that Jesus, Lord and Christ, is referring to. On the contrary, entering the gate of Jesus is for everyone. It is All Inclusive!
