Thank you, Fr. Ron, for celebrating with us.

Reflection: 
Something I found interesting in the first reading is that the Lectionary only gives us a fraction of the chapter from Deuteronomy — a quarter, in fact, since we have only five verses out of 20. So what is missed out?

Most of what has been omitted is a reminder to the Israelites not to forget who they are, where they are coming from (out of the wilderness) and where they are going (into the Promised Land). And it strikes me that we are in the same sort of position: still in the wilderness but not yet in the Promised Land. To the Israelites God promises, “a good land, a land with flowing streams, with springs and underground waters welling up in valleys and hills, a land of wheat and barley, of vines and fig trees and pomegranates, a land of olive trees and honey, a land where you may eat bread without scarcity, where you will lack nothing” (vs 7-9). What is our Promised Land?

Although the biblical Promised Land is described in geographical and physical terms metaphors abound. It is still possible that we can destroy the gift we have been given: “Take care that you do not forget the Lord your God, by failing to keep his commandments … do not exalt yourself, forgetting the Lord your God … do not say to yourself, ‘My power and the might of my own hand have gained me this wealth.’ But remember the Lord your God” (vs 11-18).

Manna from heaven, God’s gift to make the Israelites understand that “one does not live by bread alone, but by every word that comes from the mouth of the Lord” (v 3). The eucharist is our reminder of the same.

On the Sunday of the virtual mass:
Greet the group (Ask newcomers to introduce themselves)
Give a brief introduction to the liturgy.
Read your passage or be prepared to do a reading (if a volunteer is unable to log-in)
Thank everyone who ‘attended’ and those who helped (at Announcements)
