Dear Sunday Community Members and Friends,
Our Sunday Eucharist takes place at Msgr Fraser Annex, at 700 Markham Street. We meet in Room 117, on the main floor, (left from the main entrance).

A reminder that our room permit is officially from 10:30 AM to 1:00 PM.  We also need to do some furniture arranging before and after Mass.  Please endeavour to be at the school early enough to help out and to allow for us to start the Eucharist at 11:00 A.M.

Here are directions for Driving and Parking and for walking/cycling to the school.

Driving:

· From the North, travel South on Bathurst Street to Barton Ave., turn right (West) one block, turn left (South) on Markham Street [which is one-way South at this point]; turn right on London St.; then turn quickly right again on a laneway alongside the chain link fence of the school yard (this is called Sunnyview Lane) and follow the lane a short distance to where it meets Palmerston Square.  Turn right on Palmerston Square and immediately right again through a gate into the schoolyard parking area.  There is lots of room for parking.

· Note: street parking is available on Markham Street and the adjoining streets, but most of the signs say One Hour only.  I don’t know how aggressively the parking authority people enforce the limit.

· Once through the gate through into the schoolyard, you will see a set of double doors. Enter the building through these doors, turn right into the main corridor, then right again into the large classroom where we celebrate the Eucharist.

· From the South, you can drive North on Palmerston Avenue from Bloor Street.  Two blocks North of Bloor, Palmerston Avenue divides into Palmerston Square, and you keep to the right around the bend.  The gate into the school parking area will be on your right.

Walking (or Cycling):

· Find your way to Markham Street.  From the Bathurst Subway Station, for example, you can cross the street and go through the St. Peter’s Parish yard to Markham Street, which is at the back of the church. Go North ½ block to London St., and continue north to the school, which is on your left, on the West side of Markham Street.

· You can go all the way up to the main doors of the school building.  

· Or, you can enter the school yard through a gate in the fence just a few metres North of London Street; walk around the South end of the building to the West side, and then follow the directions to our door [as in the 3rd paragraph above under Driving directions].
