Welcome, Fr Paul!

Reflection from Brian and Rita Shaughnessy 

Today’s Gospel begins on Easter Sunday afternoon with the two disciples that Jesus appeared to in Emmaus hurrying back to Jerusalem to tell the apostles they had seen Him. Luke says they told “the eleven and their companions”.  No mention of who these companions were and how long they stayed.  And “the eleven” can’t be right because Judas Iscariot had hung himself and Thomas hadn’t rejoined them yet.

Jesus next appeared to the apostles, saying “Peace be with you”, but it wasn’t.  Instead, they were terrified and thought he was a ghost.  He showed them his hands and feet and ate a piece of broiled fish in their presence to convince them he wasn’t a ghost.

He told them that everything written about Him in the Scriptures had to be fulfilled, and He opened their minds to understand the Scriptures.  They were to be witnesses.

When Jesus said “Peace be with you”, it was much more than a customary greeting.  In our daily lives with all its challenges and problems we may at times feel that “Jesus is dead and lives no more” just like the disciples. Jesus will ask today, “Why are you frightened and why do doubts arise in your hearts?”  We need to remember that Jesus is alive and with us today.  Whatever our problems, be it sickness, disabilities, job loss, marital or relationship problems, debts, etc. etc., scripture tells us, “We are more than conquerors in Jesus who loves us” (Rom 8:37) and “we can do all things through Christ who strengthens us” (Phil 4:13).  I think this is the peace Jesus is taking about.

Henri Nouwen says this on Everlasting Peace:
"Joyful persons do not necessarily make jokes, laugh, or even smile. They are not people with an optimistic outlook on life who always relativize the seriousness of a moment or an event. No, joyful persons see with open eyes the hard reality of human existence and at the same time are not imprisoned by it. They have no illusion about the evil powers that roam around, “looking for someone to devour” (1 Peter 5:8), but they also know that death has no final power. They suffer with those who suffer, yet they do not hold on to suffering; they point beyond it to an everlasting peace.”
