In today’s gospel parable, the seed grows of itself, and the mustard seed is likened to the kingdom/queendom of God which is already here. Before this parable Mark recounts the parable of the Sower, the Christ, who sows the seed, the Word, in each of us. The parable of the lamp follows – a lamp is not placed under a bushel basket but on a lampstand so that all may see the light.

The seed planted in each of us is our divinity, our true identity, our oneness which is called to burst forth, sprout, grow and flower. As Richard Rohr says: “Father for us, Son with us, and Spirit in us”. 

Several years ago, I had the opportunity to accompany colleagues from India to a Hindu temple outside of Delhi. As we entered the temple, my colleagues each made 3 gestures with the palm of their hands. They gestured with their palm toward the goddess of the temple, towards their own heart and then with their palm they touched the floor. Asking what these gestures signified, the following was explained. The gestures were a recognition of the divinity of the goddess, the divinity within, and the divinity of all who had walked in this temple. They believed that the seed of divinity is planted in everyone and everything.Type to enter text
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Reading Paul’s account to the Corinthians (2nd reading) there is a sense of dualism. However, it seems that we do live in 2 worlds: one of craving security & survival, power & control, and esteem (the 3 temptations) and one of love, justice & peace. We have within us the seed of love, justice & peace. 

May the divinity planted in us and around us continue to blossom and flourish and grow love, peace and justice in our kingdom/queendom of God.
