﻿Reflection on Jesus healing the man who was blind and deaf by John MacMillan
The first paragraph is from Fr. John MacKinnon; after which is a personal reflection.
In the world of the time the deaf man’s affliction would have meant his being cut off from the possibility of social engagement, education, effective employment and probably friendship. In some ways his general alienation would have been even more total than that for lepers, who at least often had each others’ company. The people who brought him to Jesus may possibly have been family. If they were friends, their friendship in this case would have spoken of a wonderful sensitivity and compassion.
This week, we remember the life of Elizabeth Whelan, who exemplified social engagement and inclusion in our own day. Many times, she invited us to be together at her house for food and sharing. She had a passion for social justice, such as by going to Israel / Palestine with Fr. Bob and attending Good Friday marches in support of the marginalized every year. Then there were all the personal phone calls, shared meals and her concern for everyone in the community; truly a people person and one who will be dearly missed.
