﻿Reflection: Jesus cures Bartimaeus of his blindness
Most people are much more comfortable giving than asking for help. Most have been raised to be responsible for our own well-being. Probably if you greet your neighbor with “How are you today”, they’ll answer “I’m good”, even if their headache hasn’t gone away.
Bartimaeus insists that Jesus cure him of blindness so he crosses the line of politeness. His only concern is that Jesus hears him, and that he is brought before Jesus. He becomes unruly, shouting and demanding attention.
We are a well-controlled people. We’re used to waiting in line. Don’t be selfish. Don’t get your hopes too high. So what is today’s reading about for us?
We are all people in need, as we know more than ever in our advancing years. And we all need caring and being cared for. When our need is great, do we recognize (and not deny) it? Do we ask for the attention we want? And do we do it in a way that we would want someone to call on us?
I’m reading the thoughts of Martin Buber these days. He said the divine presence could be felt when two people were really present to each other. We are to be who we really are in the presence of a caring other, not the false front or politically correct version of ourselves that keeps us hidden.  All our life, we yearn for real presence. May it be so.

= What is the most important item that should be in the final document?

Prepare your sharing. Focus on one or two points that are vital to you.

Guidelines for sharing:
(1)

(2)
Ron MacDonell will start with a 7-minute overview of the document.
(3)
We will have a first round of sharing. Each person shares their reflection.
Please do not interrupt the person. Avoid long-winded anecdotes.
Also, in the first round, try to avoid saying “as you [name] said just now…”
Save this for the next round!
Once all have shared, we can move to a second round of sharing, which opens up for discussion.
Please be respectful of others. Affirm others. Look for communalities.
A good question for this round is:
Where do we go from here, as a synodal Church? How to we put all this into practice?
