Reflection: 

Today the Christian Celebrates the Feast of Pentecost. It was originally a Jewish feast that occurred 50 days after the Passover that commemorated the giving of the law to Moses and the Israelites on Mt Sinai.
The three readings today each relate an important and memorable facet of the Catholic faith. The first tells how the Holy Spirit manifested itself very strikingly to the Apostles and traditionally marks the beginning of the Christian church. 
In the second we read that there are a variety of gifts
that each of us have for serving the Lord and we are called to work together in community. 
The third reading, the Gospel, describes the initiation of the Sacrament of Confession in which Jesus promises the Holy Spirit to guide the first apostles.
I hope during the reflection time after my words that some of you may share thoughts on the second reading on community or the third on Confession, but I will limit myself to the image of
the first Pentecost. Can you imagine being there at the first one? 
Everyone was initially crammed together in a small room scared, then a huge wind, and tongues of fire and then the excitement in the street when people realized they were all understanding the apostles in their own language. It gave the apostles such great courage that they soon went share their story.
This story seems to be to be so unexpected and so different, it causes me to compare it to the Big Bang when unexpectedly, from a seemingly small source, a huge wind emerges and
something is born that spreads across the globe and is still growing and evolving in some ways.
My most special Pentecost (unlike the Big Bang, or the first Pentecost) was about 10 years ago when Sheila and I were walking the Camino Pilgrimage in Spain. We deliberately tightened our schedule so we would arrive on the huge Santiago Cathedral on Pentecost. It seemed so fitting because people travel from all parts of Europe and beyond to complete the Pilgrimage and we felt surrounded by peoples from all over, but speaking with one voice in celebrating the Eucharist together.
What can Pentecost mean for us today? Maybe are unexpectedly given courage on occasion to speak up for truth and justice, but hopefully it may serve to remind us that we are sent to carry out Jesus’ unconditional love within our own current realities. 
Our world is certainly hurting with Gaza, Ukraine, climate, refugees, political chaos, etc. however, most of us are not called to establish programs or travel abroad to address these issues. But maybe we are being called to look once again at the gifts we have been given and ask ourselves if we are using them or how
might we use them in new ways. Might we, like the early disciples, being called beyond our own comfort zone to use the gifts we have?
I open up this time for reflections from all who would like to share. After that I will introduce the prayers of faithful for our intentions.
