Two reflections today

On our dying community
Art noted a couple of weeks ago that our community was dying.
When I worked in chronic care at Baycrest, our focus was on living. Frail though the patients were, they couldn’t tell me how long they had to live. I would say to them, what if you have years of life remaining? 

We don’t have to do that much about dying. We do have to focus on how we will live before we get there. 

About today’s Gospel: On serving two masters 
I was raised to look after myself. Now I look at my increasingly frail body and think about how reliant I have become on our health care system: the doctors, medication, surgeries and allied health. These days we have a handyman do things we once did ourselves.

We have our faith, and our community. We keep in touch by phone, internet, get-togethers, share in the causes that animate us – we’re not alone in what we care for. 

We have family, we have friends. Think of all that adds meaning to your own life!

The rich man’s manager cuts deals, so when he’s fired, he’ll have friends. It’s not about me first, it’s about how we care for each other. It’s how we live our lives.
