Welcome Fr. Paul McAuley
Reflection: Dwyer Sullivan
What ideal readings to start a new Liturgical year. A fresh beginning, a chance to stay awake, be on the alert and make ready for the Son of Man is coming (Today’s Gospel). Psalm 22 today urges us to pray for peace and Yahweh says Peace be with you. In the second reading Paul tells the people of Rome that the time has come to wake up, give up bad habits, appear in the light and put on the likeness of Jesus. The first reading from Isaiah is one of my favorite Scriptural passages: hammer your swords into ploughshares, your spears into sickles, nations will not lift sword against others, nor train for war. What a wonderful path is laid out for us by these readings to wake up, start anew, work to live in peace with no violence.

Each of you will benefit from reflecting on any of these thoughts and also hearing what others in our community will share today. I wlll share briefly a few thoughts I have concerning some of the readings. 

Fr. Richard Rohr wrote today that if you want to wake up and start off in a positive direction this year, the only way to increase authentic spirituality is to deliberately practice actually enjoying a positive response and a grateful heart. And the benefits are very real. By following through on conscious choices, we can rewire our responses toward love, trust, and patience. He says we most often just glance over positive thoughts, but dwell much longer on the negative.

Regarding turning swords into ploughshares, I do not know how many of you realize that one of our former priest celebrants, Fr. Bob Holmes, along with Len DesRoches and Dan Heap participated in a 6-month campaign to actually remove the sword from a statue in front of the Anglican cathedral in Toronto.  They were bringing attention to the hypocrisy of the Catholic “just war theory”.  Sheila and I were many of their supporters who witnessed their arrest by the police as they began their action.

My last brief reflection involves my wonderful wife Sheila who passed to the next life 7 years ago today (Dean and Sylvia both mentioned her last week in their prayers).  Yesterday the sale of our house of 35 years was finalized – so I enter into a new phase of life. Thankful and grateful for Sheila and our house. Sheila’s love and positive presence were and are being shared with many. We always put up our Advent Wreath, along with many of her Nativity sets on the First Sunday of Advent. As Brian mentioned it can seem like Christmas is now approaching quickly, but Sheila always reminded us, “whose birthday are we celebrating” and therefore what are we going to do about it during Advent.

I pause here, hoping everyone has a wonderful Advent and anxious to hear what others will share.
